Chairman’s Message

Fellow TASMA members:

I hope everyone had an
enjoyable holiday season.
After taking a brief break
from work and ham duties,
it's back to work for me in
what I hope will be a good
year. I admit I'm a little
disappointed in the apparent
lack of interest in some key
issues that have come before
us in the last couple of
months. The FCC rule

change that took place a couple of months ago that now
allows auxiliary operation on the 2 meter band, and the
growing number of digital repeaters (D-Star and P25) can
potentially have a major impact on repeater coordination &
may require us to revisit our bandplan in order to assure that
these new modes are accommodated. Yet so few members
attended our December general meeting that we barely
achieved a quorum. Your board & Technical Committee do
their best to represent your interests throughout most of the
year, but we need an open dialogue with you at regular
intervals to help keep us on track, especially when matters of
such great importance come before us. The entire Board,
which sets all TASMA policy, attends almost every general
meeting. So please plan to attend our upcoming general
meeting on April 7 in Walnut & have your opinions heard
where it matters most!

In last year's March newsletter I wrote at length about
CTCSS usage on 2 meters, and suggested that all open
repeaters standardize on 103.5 or 136.5 Hz. Since then, I've
taken a look at our database and discovered that some
regions of our service area are already well standardized: all
but one open repeater in Santa Barbara county uses 131.8,
Ventura uses 127.3, and San Diego County uses 107.2.
However, the more densely populated segments of our
service area are less well defined: Orange County is mostly
split between 136.5 & 110.9, while Los Angeles County is

split between 100.0, 103.5 & various other frequencies. The
Technical Committee is working on a plan to encourage
standardization on one CTCSS frequency for each region so
that new amateurs & visitors to our area can more easily
access our open repeaters. If you'd like to provide input to
this plan, please contact our Technical Committee Chairman
Matt Lechliter W6KGB at w6kgb@adelphia.net, myself at
no6b@no6b.com, or better yet, come to our general meeting.

The Board Initiates a Membership Drive

address in the FCC database where they differ.

As a service, we are also providing a copy of the information
in our database for one repeater for verification of its
currency.

We are asking the letter recipients to support TASMA thru
membership, and to provide us with current repeater
information
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At the time of this writing, the voting has closed and early
reports indicate that both groups have been approved for
membership. The official conclusion will be announced in a
few days.

I would expect that the next NFCC reportable activity will
probably be associated with the Dayton convention in mid-
May. If so, you’ll find further information in your July
TASMA NEWS.

Howard KG6GI
showed the D-Star location site map web
page that gives an indication of their
number. The SOARA web site has
additional information including links and
equipment listing.

2. Bob presented Data showing the CTCSS tones used
in different areas and lead a discussion on the
standardization of CTCSS tones.

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Chairman’s Corner: Ringing In 2007

Hello again from your friends
at the Technical Committee. I’ll
be keeping this one fairly brief,
but as always there are a few
items to discuss. Our first is a
change of schedule, something
we adopted at our November
meeting.

We’d been meeting bi-monthly
through 2005 and 2006. That
schedule didn’t serve us very

well. Our letters on clocks were overlapping through two
meetings & prolonging issues that should’ve been
straightforward. Gas prices rising as they are, it was an
attempt at less driving and giving us more time between
meetings to deal with business. It had some success,
however I could see change was still needed. At the
November meeting, a quarterly (every 3 months) schedule
was proposed and adopted.

This came with the proviso that we make a serious effort at
addressing TC business between meetings rather than
cramming everything into those mornings. Several instances
we’ve stayed over our reserved time, and lest we wear out
the Red Cross’s welcome, overstays should become rare.
(Santa Monica Red Cross Chapter is our meeting location
sponsor) Our aim is to move through our workload more
quickly between meetings by e-discussion & ratify these
actions at meetings instead. This was looked at when bi-
monthly meetings were adopted, yet not seriously pursued.

Secondly, something we overlooked. When revising the
website a couple years back, the Technical Committee
Policies & Procedures document was removed from the site.
This set of guidelines was intended to help coordinees in
assembling their documentation & communicating with the
committee effectively, in an informed manner. Recently a
product of this omission was a delay on transferring a
coordination. The former coordinee had sent us a letter of
release, and the new coordinee hadn’t sent an accompanying
RFC. The letter was half the equation, but without our
procedure & policy document, the new coordinee had
presumed this release letter was sufficient to affect transfer.
A few months thereafter, he contacted us rather puzzled &
disgruntled that this hadn’t happened. It took some
convincing for him to understand; this isn’t much fault of his
without anything to tell him otherwise.

The Policies & Procedures document is not yet re-posted as
of this writing. However, it will return to the site shortly.
This may be in conjunction with a revision to it. Please

check the TASMA website periodically to watch for its
return in the ‘Forms & Procedures’ section.

We’ve had problems in the past with communications from
our end. Our correspondence doesn’t always make its way in
a prompt manner. That should see improvement.
Communication is key in the coordination business. If you
don’t hear from us & believe you should, please contact us.
Ask us if we’ve received any communications from you.
Ping us from time to time, keeping issues on our radar. Keep
watch on the meeting Agendas & Minutes for items relevant
to you. Our e-mail addresses are listed on the website, as is
our postal mail address. E-mail will reach us quicker. Items
sent to the postal mailbox are often delayed between when
they arrive and subsequently reach us for processing. It can
be as much as a 3-week delay. With this in mind, please use
e-mail (and in the case of RFCs, mail hardcopy also) where
possible to ensure more timely receipt. Drop us a note to say
an RFC is on its way – anything helps.

Thank you, the Southern California VHF community, for
your continued support. We hope to continue serving you
faithfully through 2007 and beyond.
